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How to develop your case study

· Address the criteria listed below  – it’s important to provide concise information and use dot point form where possible

· Project images – provide 2 - 3 images.  Max 2MB per image.
· Additional documents – provide 2-3 documents i.e. project plans, concepts, signage or supporting documents relevant to the project. Max 2MB per plan.  Contact info@clearwater.asn.au for larger files that cannot be compressed.
How to upload your case study once the content is developed

· Visit the resource library on the Clearwater website – http://www.clearwater.asn.au/resource_library
· Click the ‘submit a case study’ button
· You will be taken to the case study creation page.  Copy and past in the criteria developed into the relevant field boxes.  The online criteria headings are identical to this document.
CASE STUDY CRITERIA

1. Enter project name

2. Location

· Provide a street location – this will be displayed at the top of the case study

3. Search address

· Provide a street address  – this will be shown in the form of a map online

4. Select your Council
5. Select your organisational type
6. Project Overview
· Describe the project; its function and technology used

· Why is this project important

· In what way is this project integrating water objectives and uses 

· Has this project received any awards or industry recognition
7. Objectives
· What made this project happen

· Were there any design, amenity, social or environmental issues that this project aimed to address

8. Organisations
· Consultants, engineering companies, landscape consultants, 
funding partners or other local councils.
· Include the role each organisation played in the project

9. Outcomes
· Describe environmental outcomes i.e. meeting targets, biodiversity etc

· Describe any positive relationship building that occurred within the organisation or with the community

· How has the community benefited

10. Lessons learnt
· During the project management and construction phases

· Organisational lessons – internal and external communications

· Financial - were budgets met or exceeded and forecasted accurately

· Community engagement – what was learnt from the consultation process

· Project designs – from conceptual to completion

· Maintenance and ownership – who carries out ongoing maintenance, was training required i.e. officers
· Promotional or media
11. Cost
· If possible, provide the WSUD cost or breakdown of the overall cost
12. Timeframe
· Include start – finish or anticipated commencement and completion date
13. Upload plans and designs

14. Upload images

15. Related weblinks 
· Provide any web links that are relevant and useful for this project.  For example, it could be a link to a resource or news article. 

16. Contact 
· Provide a contact for further information.  This will be displayed on the website.
16. Save 
Hit the ‘save’ button to submit your case study.  Clearwater administrator will contact you with any questions and once the content has been approved.
